You can also cut 
your taxes by up to 75 per cent and receive 
funding assistance on forested properties of five 
acres (two hectares) or more.  
 
If you have at least five acres (two hectares) of 
productive land in southern Ontario and are willing 
to maintain the trees that are planted, you may be 
eligible to take part in the 50 Million Tree Program.
